Assistants program for over 3 years. Staff  

Members  - Anne Maree and Jodie teach  

electronic record keeping using Oasis to students 

as part of their course. Over 300 students per  

year pass through the Dental Assistants program 

The students do assessment tasks after the training session and this 

has become a key component of the course. Eleanor Schroeder is the Program 
Coordinator for the RMIT Dental Assisting Program.  

“The Oasis teaching program has been invaluable to our students”, said Eleanor.  

“For many students, it is their first exposure to electronic record keeping and a 
lot of students have limited access to a computer. It also gives them a different 
perspective to how records are kept at their current practice. We also teach the 
students manual record keeping as part of their course and after the Oasis 
session, we have a discussion where we compare manual vs electronic.  

The students can see that electronic record keeping is far superior.” “Anne Maree 
has recently loaded the Oasis 3D Patient Education software onto my laptop and 
it has been a fantastic visual aid for my lectures. I can show tooth anatomy and 
decay and students find it easier to learn than just from a text book. Some of my 
students are working at specialist practices so they don’t get experience with 
restorations and the 3D animation shows 3 different types of restorations.”  

Eleanor also mentions, “RMIT covers all of Victoria and not just the metropolitan 
area, we have many students from as far as Mildura, Gippsland, Albury,  Geelong 
and Hamilton and next year we will be adding a new unit  called Administration of 
Practice to our Certificate IV course.
